Department Head Reports-Wastewater Superintendent Adam Downey reported that the Senior
Center has contacted him regarding a need for a new grease trap. He has contacted Godlove
Enterprises for a price. Parks Superintendent Mitch Billue indicated there are several programs
planned at the Park and the public can check these out at the City’s website. The Rotary Club is
having a Road Rally on October 13", Mitch said he has been conducting playground inspections and
the “ladybug” climbing toy is going to have to be rebuilt. He is also pursuing the credentials to
become a Master Naturalist. Street Commissioner Frank Arthur reported sidewalks are being
removed on Main Street. Salt prices will be going up from $83.00 to $91.00 per ton. Water
Superintendent Rod Pool reported a problem with water lines on Juanita Street. He is determining
what the best approach will be and putting prices together. ADA Coordinator Cathy Gross indicated
a tentative date of 10-19-19 has been set for the 1 Annual Trap Shoot. This is a partnership with the
SAFE Club and 4H leaders. Fire Chief Galen Logan reported 5 of the firefighters went through 3
days of dive training starting at the City Pool and concluding at the Norway Dam. Further training
will be held above the Oakdale Dam in deep water. Michael Lee has completed training and is now a
licensed paramedic. Police Chief Randy Soliday reported that Captain Stroup will begin crisis
intervention training on September 5.
