MINUTES OF MEETING
COMMON COUNCIL
CITY OF MONTICELLO
MONDAY, AUGUST 4, 2008

The regular meeting of the Common Council, City of Monticello, Indiana was held on Monday,
August 4, 2008 at 6:00 pm. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jason Thompson and
opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll call by Clerk Treasurer Liz Oilar was answered by Mayor Jason Thompson, Council
Members Dave Kelly, Jim Mann, Grace Oilar, Bill Smith, and Eric Storm, and City Attorney
George Loy.

There being no additions, deletions, or corrections to the minutes of the meeting of
July 21, 2008, a motion was made by Council Member Grace Oilar, and seconded by Council
Member Jim Mann, to approve the minutes as presented. All ayes, motion carried.

Citizen Participation
Ken Kersey thanked Street Superintendent Doug Roberts for the new street light in his
neighborhood. He said it was much needed.

Department Head Reports

Fire Chief Shane Swaim stated that everything is normal at this time. He is working with the new
billing company. The County Commissioners had a meeting today and agreed to put up the 10%
match to the department’s radio grant. He feels this is a huge bonus for the fire department. The
fire department’s breakfast is going to be on August 30" from 6 am to 11am that morning. He
would like to place signs outside to advertise. That same weekend on Saturday and Sunday is the
MDA food drive. They would like to also do the “Fill the Boot” campaign and stand at the
corners of Illinois and Washington, Main and Washington, possibly Fisher and Main.

Police Chief Curt Blount stated that the computers from the computer grant arrived today and
they will have them in their cars in the next 2 weeks. They received another $1000 donation
towards a new K-9 dog. Calls are up and they are busy.

Water Superintendent Rod Pool stated that he learned this afternoon that the house that the City
purchased after the tornado is zoned R3 and it has to be rezoned to do the storage building along
with a variance. There is a September 18" Area Plan meeting that will need to be attended.
Everything else is normal.

Street Superintendent Doug Roberts stated they have finished the east end of the Ghost Hollow
pipe and the west end work is also completed. They got through the festival and feels it went
well. They are still picking up brush. FEMA funds should be for the proposed amount. Council
Member Eric Storm inquired about trees on private property and their cleanup. Doug told him it
is the homeowner’s responsibility and the City cannot get involved.

Sewer Superintendent Joe Mowrer stated that the sewer has collapsed on North Main Street in
front of Arby’s and CVS. They will be replacing 2 manholes and burst the pipe. Businesses in
the area have been cooperative and CVS said their business has increased. He hopes this is
completed on Wednesday. In the future we will need to line 2 other sections in that area. Lining
will not tear up the road.



Amendment of Fire Training Fund Ordinance 2008-11 — Fire Department

City Attorney George Loy drafted an ordinance, based on the Council’s direction at the last
meeting, to include 4% of the Monticello Ambulance Service income as the additional funding
source for the fire department’s training fund. That ordinance was created in April 2007 with
donations and registration funds for fire training classes. This is a new ordinance amending that
ordinance. The Council needs to decide on the date this ordinance will take effect. It was
decided it would take effect on January 1, 2009. Council Member Dave Kelly made the motion
to suspend the rules, seconded by Council Member Jim Mann. All ayes, motion carried. Council
Member Dave Kelly made the motion to adopt Ordinance 2008-11, seconded by Council Member
Jim Mann. Four ayes, one nay, motion carried.

Council Member Jim Mann asked Street Superintendent when the Sidewalk project would be
starting and he said possibly next week. Asphalt should start around the first of September.

There being no further business, meeting adjourned at 6:16 p.m.
